Franco Poli was born in Padua in 1950. After completing his studies in Venice (Artistic senior school, I.U.A.V and International Art University) in 1974, he has professionally dedicated himself to design, working in Florence, Venice and Verona. He is a firm defender of the originality and independence of Italian design, and in the 90’s he founded the A.D Veneto associations and the Italian Chamber of Design. He was a professor of design in the historic Academy of Fine Arts in Venice until 1996, and he is visiting professor at Milan Polytechnic and at the U.I.A. of Florence.  He has worked on many publications, and he has exhibited in numerous shows for which he received awards, both in Italy and abroad. He currently collaborates with a number of companies and with Matteograssi in particular; his San Marco, Fullerina, Openside, Eclipse e Loom collections are indeed very remarkable and we could say some of them were inspired by a scientific research applied to traditional materials;  for Pizzitutti he has designed the Lovo, Numis, Tellina, Larius, Limite and Utilia collections.

He lives and works in Verona since 1998.
